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Environmental organizations in Ukraine are a relatively
new phenomenon, but it has already managed to take
a position both in social life and in governmental structure.
A history of environmental citizens' associations dates back
to the USSR. The impetus for unity and common struggle for
the environment and human health was the Chernobyl
disaster; it has exposed a number of previously unseen social
issues, as well as the Ukrainian population's right to the safe
for the life environment.

Nowadays, more than 500 national, regional and local
environmental organizations, as well as active members of
international organizations (for example, Greenpeace,
WWE, 350.0rg and others) can be counted in Ukraine. Many
organizations have appeared due to the re-registration of
local organizations to national ones, expanding its scope of
activities, or were founded as a branches of international
organizations. This process was usually accompanied by
alack of funds orideology.

At the moment, it would seem, the financing of
environmental organizations has improved - a lot of funds
are making advances to the environmentalists helping them
to carry out projects directed mostly to increasing of
the environmental awareness.

The environmental organizations are playing the role of
educator in most cases,. They create the informational fields
for environmental issues, organize environmental events,
represent the interests of citizens or try to help them in any
matter. Almost all organizations can be divided into three
categories: political (lobbying), think tanks (resource

centers) and primary organizations (local actions).
Accordingly, the first are characterized by an extensive
network, large number of members and high level of
cooperation with authorities.

These organizations are often politically biased, since
their methods to achieve goals are incorrectly perceived by
the public, and in many cases it is true - using the organization
status and the available environmental problems, such an
institution is simultaneously lobbying its interests.

The second group is often involved into researches,
scientific work, preparation of action plans, and acts asa
foundation for further actions and decisions.

The third group focuses its activities on the solution of
certain public problems localized at the regional level
(purification of a local river, solution of environmental
problems of the Crimean coast). Many organizations include
all three categories in their function, combining the various
activities.

An important part of the organization is its concept, i. e.
main tasks that it sets itself, or a plan for these activities.
Ukrainian organizations usually have no long-term plans.
Instead, the organization repose on current needs and
problems of the population, and such a manner often leads to
the identical objectives of different organizations, their
almost identical activities and further compete. As a result,
such organizations lose the trust of citizens or rarely get
results.

You ca also face a problem of choosing the priorities of
the organization itself: now a «fashion» to protect the en-
vironment and carry out appropriate actions appears, then to
the concentration of activities for cooperation with autho-
rities and promotion of legislative prohects. The second case
sometimes leads to a decrease in external financing ofthe
organization. However, organization project financing
changes often the direction of activity. With ample financing
and available severe environmental problem, the common
goal of the organization is smeared. When the flow of finan-
cing and public attention dicreases, the organization begins to
decide itself which public problems it shall solve, moving
gradually away from the real needs of society.

The majority of environmental organizations implement
their projects due to the donor support, as well as membership
fees. The U.S. and EU make significant investments in
Ukraine, which is predetermined by their political and
business interests. History knows many examples of
alteration of the donors' priorities, and consequent termination
of financing, which, in turn, brough about the reduction of
some companies' business.

Among the consequences of the «struggle for survivaly is
the blurring of the organization structure (take on different
projects, sometimes quite to the contrary), their identity
(related to financing of certain subjects), «Grantcon-suming»
(all the efforts are made for winning grants, and not for making
of a specific social change). However, it is worth noting that in
fact that there are not so many organizations operating to make
money only. The activity of the public companies, in general,

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depends on the general members' initiative and leadership
structures, volunteer work and achievement of the mission
that requires a lot of non-financial costs. The mood of the
organizations often depends on «Bordeaux», that is, a leader-
ship structure. Sometimes, the Board does not change, that
leads to social disintegration of the organization, not giving
the opportunities for personal growth. The scheduled
election for top positions would be a perfect way out of this
situation.

Perhaps, the most important quality of the organization is
how the society treats it, for society does not always perceive
such structures seriously; there are cases when large enough
organization is negatively perceived by the public. This
usually relates to the extremist environmental organizations,
or big companies operating as lobbying structures. There are
also the cases when upon occurrence of a severe
environmental problem the social organizations say that it is
not their fault and the solution is sought by the public itself.

And what about the «environmentally conscious
community» itself? The public mod and its needs shall
determine the tasks of public organizations. When the public
is interested in environmental issues, then the organizations
will have something to do.

HOW DID WE ESTIMATE THE ACTIVITY
OF ENVIRONMENTAL ORGANIZATIONS?

To estimate the efficiency of public environmental
organizations the following criteria corresponding to most of
the tasks and principles of such structures: constructivism
and adequacy (how much the organization corresponds to its
«environmental» status), protection of public interests,
carrying out of actions aimed at formation of environmental
consciousness, cooperation with the other organizations (not
only environmental ones), law-making activity (lobbying of
bills and support of their implementation), information policy
development (creation of information resources on
environmental issues), efficient use of donors' funds, and
public perception of the organization.

For assessment of public environmental organizations the
structures that are most frequently mentioned in media were
selected, while in the framework of this study we didn't
evaluate the activities of international organizations and their
branches in Ukraine.

Each criterion was evaluated by experts by a ten-point
scale (from 0 to 10). If an expert couldn't assess the organiza-
tion activities by one or more criteria, then upon calculation of
the average score the dash was considered as «0 pointsy.

The study showed that the «problemy areas in assessment
of organizations have become the criteria of law-enforcement
and distribution of donors' funds. Most experts failed to assess
the organizations according to the said parameters.

The last column of Table 1 shows the mean scores of
environmental organizations by all criteria.

After experts' scoring, we obtained the following data on
the leaders of the environmental social movement in
Ukraine: the 1st place — «National Environmental Centrey,
2nd — «Ecopravoy, Lviv, third — «Green Wave Ecocluby ,
4th place — «Kyiv Ecological and Cultural Center», the
Sth position is shared by «MAMA-86», and «Ecocluby,
Rivne, «Ecopravo Kharkov» (7th place), «Ecopravo Kyivy»
(8th), Crimean Republican Association «Ecology and
World» (9th place), completes the top ten of Ukrainian public
organization «Alive Planet» (10th place).

Interestingly, the experts scored high some very young or
small organizations, whereas organizations with well-
developed regional network and long experience in the mar-
ket, although they were marked by almost all experts,
received average or low scores. Such estimates can be
interpreted in different ways. We think that the role played by
such factors as transparency and publicity of the organiza-
tion, its work with the young audience (which is prevalent
among the carriers of ecological ideas), as well as the repu-
tation of the organizations in the public eye.

In creating this independent rating, we sought the greatest
possible objectivity of the assessment. We are grateful for
your feedbacks about the rating itself, as well as the
methodology by e-mail: info@cleant.info.

After all, what else can better suggest the
direction for development, if not the «feedbacks» from
